Introduction. Pedagogical activity can be defined as
"a set of socially significant actions for the preparation and
inclusion of an individual in various spheres of the life of
society, familiarizing him with the culture of a given
society, as a special type of social activity aimed at
transferring culture and experience accumulated by mankind
from older generations to younger generations, creating
conditions for their personal development and preparing for
the fulfillment of certain social roles in society’.

The main body of the article. According to the literature
the main guidelines for the European Union at the present
stage are learning outcomes, the use of tools such as European
standards and guidelines for quality assurance in higher
education, the FEuropean Diploma Supplement, the
introduction of limited procedures for recognition of degrees
and qualifications, recommendations and technologies.
presented in the European Guide to the Recognition of Foreign
Education Documents.

The main purpose of self-government is the education of

socially valuable people qualities capable of forming an active
life position of students, to prepare him for effective
participation in the democratic governance of society. The
quality of the teaching staff is of great importance; research
and innovation activities of the university, the state of the
material and technical base of the educational institution;
quality of training programs, the quality of students'
knowledge; the quality of student learning outcomes, demand
for graduates in the labor market, achievements of graduates”.

At different stages of the work, a complex of various
methodological approaches, methods and techniques for
collecting and processing information was used: questioning,
psychological diagnostics, psychometric testing of methods,
methods of statistical processing of empirical data (extended
set using regression analysis, system analysis, determination of
cause-and-effect relationships) , documentation analysis,
content analysis, experiment, forecasting, modeling,
programming of the monitoring system platform and user
interface’.

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Student self-government should have first of all
financial and information support, a student documenting
system, managerial and information technologies for the
activities of student self-government bodies. The university
must provide educational, methodological and practical aids
for organizing the activities of student self-government, as
well as program documents: concepts, programs, plans,
regulations, orders; provision of advanced training for
organizers and specialists of student government, the
presence of various forms and interactive teaching methods
aimed at creating a situation of leaders 'success, ensuring
monitoring of value and semantic orientations of students,
the effectiveness of forms and methods of work of student
self-government bodies, ensuring a variety of forms of
students' creative activity at the university, developing the
creative potential and leadership qualities of the individual.

One of the main differences between the competence-
based approach and the currently dominant knowledge
approach is its focus on students' reflexive assessment of
their capabilities and "impossibilities", awareness of the
boundaries of their competence and incompetence. The
competence-based approach presupposes the connection
into a single whole of the educational process and its
interpretation, during which the formation of the student's
personal position, his attitude to the subject of his activity
takes place®.

An important role in the team is played by informal,
personal relationships, which are formed spontaneously on
the basis of common interests, sympathy for each other,
emotional attractiveness. On their basis, communities are
often formed that oppose themselves to the team. Curators
and self-government councils should not allow the team to
be divided into closed groups, and conflict situations should
be prevented. To form friendly relations in the team it is
necessary to use more emotionally rich forms of work with
students, to organize evenings, excursions, hikes, amateur
performances, to hold sports games and competitions’.

According to literary studies, it was revealed that,
along with academic self-government, student self-
government was included in the general structure of German
universities, which took the form of a model over the course
of a century. Self-government is a general activity that
students carry out within the framework of their competence
within the university®.

A high level of spirituality which will allow the student
to achieve maximum success in the future profession, will
be the inner core that will help to find the right approach to
people. Therefore, the educational process should be carried
out in close connection with the educational. Along with
obtaining fundamental knowledge the student must form
such human qualities as mercy, compassion, kindness.
Teachers face the important task of educating not only a

competent specialist, but also a spiritually developed person
with strong moral views and beliefs. One of the tools
available to the teacher for the successful education of the
student's compassionate personality is his personal example
of behavior and attitude to students.

The main idea of this approach is that the main result
of education is not individual knowledge, skills and abilities,
but a person's ability and readiness for effective and
productive activity in various socially significant situations.
In this regard, within the framework of the competence-
based approach, it is logical to analyze not a simple
"increase in the volume" of knowledge, but the acquisition
of versatile experience’.

The main strategic direction of student self-government
is not only to identify and develop leadership qualities of
student youth, but also to promote the formation of the
foundations of management culture, because not everyone
can be a team leader, but every student in future
professional and everyday life will benefit as a manag®.

In this regard, perhaps, it should be said that the
educational process should ensure throughout a person's life
the development of his existing competencies, competencies
and acquire new ones that ensure his cultural (in a broad
sense) development.

Conclusions. Student self-government is based on the
principles of equality of student rights, open election. And
these principles are the same for all higher education
institutions. But there is an interesting experience of foreign
universities, which must be studied and implemented in part
within the walls of our university.
