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Kozholianko Olena. Marriage in Ancient Egypt: Between Civil Law and Mythological Archetype. The aim of
the article. This article investigates the legal and social status of women in Ancient Egypt through the prism of marriage
and divorce proceedings. It focuses on the formation of the legal foundation that defined the Egyptian woman as an
economically independent subject capable of self-sufficiency after the dissolution of marriage. The author highlights the
significance of legal instruments such as the sh-n-s-ankh (annuity contracts) and the pe-she (the right to one-third of joint
property), which provided substantial financial protection for wives. The study also examines various papyri and medical-
legal treatises, such as the Will of Naunakhte and Papyrus Rylands 9, which contain valuable information on inheritance
rights and the standard formulas of divorce documents (sh n h3). The significance of the concept of Maat in shaping the
Egyptian family as a balanced system of rights and obligations, where marriage was a civil partnership and parenthood
a sacred duty, is emphasized.

Methodology of the research. The research methodology is grounded in the principles of historicism, objectivity,
systematicity, and interdisciplinarity. The study employs general scientific, specialized historical, and philological methods
for analyzing demotic and hieratic texts. Each of these methods has proven effective in its specific context, allowing for an
objective investigation into the genesis of women’s legal rights during the New Kingdom and Late Period, as well as an
assessment of their impact on the social stability of Ancient Egyptian civilization.

Conclusions. The era of Ancient Egypt marked a unique flourishing of legal thought regarding gender equality. Unlike
many contemporary civilizations, Egypt developed a system where marriage was a secular civil contract rather than a religious
sacrament, allowing for a high degree of personal freedom. Egyptian women of that time achieved significant milestones: they
possessed full legal capacity, could initiate divorce, and were guaranteed economic security through pre-defined settlement
formulas. The mythological archetypes, primarily the balance of Maat, became the theoretical basis for familial harmony and
justice in inheritance. The widespread use of written marriage contracts was a crucial aspect of protecting women’s interests.
Thus, the legal system of Ancient Egypt represented a «golden age» for women’s rights in the ancient world. It was during
this period that the theoretical foundations were laid and practical legal methods were developed, which determined the high
status of the Egyptian woman for millennia.
