Introduction. Readers of our journal are already to the history of one of the districts of Chernivtsi —
familiar with the results of previous studies devoted Rosa — presented in earlier publications.' These studies are

The project aims at a comprehensive examination of the
historical transformations of local communities within
a broader European context.’

Throughout its history, the population of the south-
western outskirts of Chernivtsi experienced numerous
economic, social, and ethnic changes that significantly
influenced the formation of the suburb’s local identity.
During the «Austrian» period (1774-1918), the ethnic and
confessional composition of Rosa changed considerably
as a result of migration processes and the settlement of
German-speaking inhabitants. In the context of intensified
identity formation at the end of the nineteenth and the
beginning of the twentieth century, a diverse spectrum of
national civic movements emerged. A considerable number
of public associations were established in the suburb and
remained active until the outbreak of the First World War
(1914-1918).

During the «Romanian» period (1918-1940;
1941-1944), civic life in Rosa not only continued but also
developed new forms adapted to the changed political and
administrative framework. The condition and development
of public associations in the interwar period, as well as
their role in the cultural, social, and everyday life of the
suburb, constitute the central focus of this article.

The relevance of this research lies in the need to
illuminate one of the most representative yet insufficiently
studied aspects of Rosa’s social history. For contemporary
residents of the district, this period remains closely
connected to the memory of relatively recent generations
and is often preserved in family archives and photo albums.
The chronological framework of the study extends from
the beginning of Romanian administration in Bukovina in
1918 to the final incorporation of the region into the USSR
in 1944. The aim of the study is to examine the process
of the revival of public associations in Rosa during the
Romanian period and to analyse the principal directions
of their development. Particular attention is devoted to
clarifying the role of national houses in the structure of
civic life in the suburb. The methodological foundation
of the research is based on the critical analysis of archival
documents from the period under consideration, as well as
relevant historiographical sources. The scholarly novelty
of the study lies in the introduction into academic circulation
of previously unpublished materials that allow for a deeper
understanding of civic life in Rosa during the interwar era.

The primary source base of the research consists
of archival materials from the Chernivtsi City Mayor’s

Office of the respective period, preserved in the State
Archives of Chernivtsi Region (SAChR), Fond 43.
These documents make it possible to reconstruct key
aspects of the functioning of public associations in the
suburb, including attempts to build the National House in
Rosa, the organization of cultural and educational events
by Romanian and German societies, the activities of the
reading room and the National House in Rosa-Stanca, as
well as the emergence and legal recognition of new public
associations such as the «Stefan cel Mare» and «Principele
Mircea» societies.

The analysis draws upon materials from various
inventories and archival files of Fond 43 of the
State Archives of Chernivtsi Region, which contain
correspondence, reports, petitions, permits for public
events, and other administrative documents reflecting
the nature and dynamics of interaction between public
associations of the suburb and the municipal authorities.
The source base includes, in particular, the following
archival files: Fond 43, Inventory 1, Archival file 109;
F. 43, Inv. 1, Arch. file 120; F. 43, Inv. 1, Arch. file 5770;

important supplementary source

Historiographical Review. The political and
social context of interwar Bukovina has been addressed
in a number of synthetic and documentary studies. An
important source for understanding the broader situation
is the volume Bukovyna: National Movements and Socio-
Political Processes, 1918-1940. A Diplomatic Perspective
(Documents)® (2007), which contains analytical reports of
foreign consulates concerning socio-political, economic,
and military developments in the region during its
incorporation into the Kingdom of Romania. A significant
contribution to the study of interwar Bukovina is made
in the volume Bukovyna 1918-1940: External Influences
and Internal Development (Materials and Documents)*
(2005), which examines internal trends in the development
of ethnic communities, interethnic relations, state policies
toward national minorities, and the impact of international
factors on regional public life. Certain findings of this work
are particularly relevant for understanding the civic life of
the German community of the suburb of Rosa.

A general overview of Bukovina’s interwar history
is presented in the collective monograph by Dragnev D.,
Purici S., Ungureanu C., and Gumenai 1., Din istoria
tinutului natal (Cernauti Region)® (2002), which provides
the necessary historical background for the study of social
processes in the suburbs of Chernivtsi. The activities of
public associations in Rosa are partially addressed in the

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work of Constantin Loghin, Cerndutii® (1936), which offers
a general characterization of civic life in the 1930s.

The most informative source regarding the
establishment and activities of the cultural-economic
society Tetina and the attempts to construct the National
House in Rosa is the publication Tetina. Societatea
cultural-economica a romdnilor din Rosa-Cernduti’
(1936), prepared in the form of a report marking the
fortieth anniversary of the society’s activity (1896-1936).
An important complement to official documentation is
provided by the memoirs of Reinhold Weiser, Rosa — mein
Heim: A Historical and Local History Study® (2021), as
well as by other representatives of the German community
of Rosa, which reflect the everyday dimension of public
life in the suburb. Certain aspects of the participation of
the local intelligentsia in civic life, particularly the role of
the teaching staff of the oldest educational institution in
Rosa (established in 1816), are discussed in the monograph
devoted to the history of School No. 10 (today Municipal
Gymnasium No. 10) of the Rosa district.’

Main Part. As in the region more broadly, national
movements and social mobilization in Rosa intensified in
the second half of the nineteenth century. From 1883, the
Society for Mutual Aid of the Suburb of Rosa (Societatea
suburbiului Cernautilor Rosa spre sprijinire) operated in the
suburb; the Volunteer Fire Brigade (Freiwillige Feuerwehr
in Rosch) was active in 1890-1891; a branch of the Society
of Romanian Ladies in Bukovina (filiald a Societatii
Doamnelor Romane din Bucovina) was established in
1892; the cultural-economic society Tetina was founded
in 1896; the First Association for Study and the House
of Prayer Beit Tora Itfilin in the suburb of Rosa was
established in 1896; and the male choral society Eintracht
in Rosa was founded in 1905. The Society of Christian
Germans in Bukovina was also highly active and succeeded
in constructing a German National House in the suburb.

During the First World War (1914-1918), the
activities of most public associations were largely
suspended. The collapse of the Austro-Hungarian Empire
and Bukovina’s incorporation into the Kingdom of
Romania significantly intensified social tensions; however,
the situation gradually stabilized. By the mid-1930s,
Constantin Loghin had summarized the state of civic life in
the suburbs of Chernivtsi, including Rosa. According to his
observations, the following cultural associations operated
in the suburbs: the National House of Stanca—Rosa, with its
own premises; Tetina, the cultural-economic society of the
Romanians of Rosa, which was constructing a monumental
National House; and the reading room in Maénasteriste.
The German community maintained its own association,
the Deutscher Kulturverein, with branches throughout

Bukovina; Ukrainians gathered around the Narodnyi Dim
(People’s House); Poles around the Polish House; and
Jews around the Jewish House. It was also noted that the
Principele Mircea society maintained four dispensaries in
Chernivtsi.

The materials currently available allow for a far
more detailed and precise examination of the development
of civic life in the suburb during the interwar period. The
most active organization within the Romanian community
of Rosa in the interwar era was Tefina — the socio-cultural
society of the Romanians of Rosa—Chernivtsi, originally
founded under Austrian administration in 1896. Following
the establishment of Romanian rule, the society gained
broader opportunities to implement its programmatic
objectives and benefited from increased administrative
and public support. The central practical focus of its
activity became the preparation for the construction of the
Romanian National House in Rosa. The idea of creating
a dedicated community center had emerged already
during the Austrian period, in the context of the strong
civic activity of the German colonists of the suburb, who
possessed their own National House. Within the Romanian
community of Rosa, such an institution was regarded as
a key condition for communal consolidation and for the
advancement of cultural and educational life.

Active practical efforts began in December 1908,
when the student Modest C. Scalat was elected chairman
of the society. According to the publication Tefina.
Societatea cultural-economica a romdnilor din Rosa-
Cernauti, he personally donated 6,000 crowns and
mobilized substantial financial contributions from members
of the Romanian community as well as from individuals
of other nationalities and confessions. In total, more
than half a million lei were raised for the purchase of an
appropriate plot of land for the future National House. The
accumulated contributions amounted to 22,744 crowns and
64 bani. The fundraising campaign was regularly reported
in the newspaper Foaia poporului (Figs. 1-2).

On 5 January 1914, under sales contract No. 105/14,
Modest Scalat purchased from Peter, son of Iohann
Schwab (Peter a Iui Iohann Schwab), and Sabina Schwab,
née Hack (Sabina Schwab, nascutd Hack), house No. 399
together with a land plot measuring 1 hectare, 2 ares, and
93 square meters, which subsequently became the property
of the society. It was on this site that Tetina operated until
1935, when construction of the National House finally
commenced.'”

During the First World War, the activities of the
society were completely suspended. During the periods
of Russian occupation, its library and archives were
destroyed, and the household facilities and orchard adjacent

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to house No. 399 were devastated. As early as 1919,
Modest Scalat addressed the authorities of Chernivtsi with
a request to provide building materials for the construction
of the National House, emphasizing the urgency of the
project for the Romanian community of approximately four
thousand members. The petition stressed that the absence
of a dedicated public space forced communal life to shift
into taverns, which negatively affected the moral condition
of the community."!

As a result of numerous petitions, the Chernivtsi
mayor’s office sold the society 166 cubic meters of stone
at a reduced price of 456 lei, which corresponded to
a subsidy of at least 8,000 lei. For the transportation and
measurement of the stone from the municipal forest
(Tetina), the consortium of Mihai Michiciuc, George
Ostafi, and Vasile Saftencu was paid 11,620 lei. At the
same time, the society attempted to develop greenhouse
farming by leasing for thirty years a plot of municipal
common land (toloaca targului), No. 1503/11, measuring
5 hectares, 18 ares, and 79 square meters, at a preferential
rate. Scalat secured a subsidy of 40,000 lei for the
development of the greenhouse. '

On 8 April 1922, Professor Radu Shiera was elected
chairman of the society. After the mayor’s office terminated
the land lease agreement, and following his insistence —
supported by Father-Cooperator Valerian Bocancea — the
society received 5 hectares of arable land in the locality of
Staniste. In 1928-1929, this land was sold for 492,837 lei;
by 1930, the society’s savings exceeded one million lei.

According to adopted decisions, construction of the
National House in Rosa was scheduled to begin in the spring
of 1930. Architect Grigore Bordian estimated the total cost of
the project at three million lei. It was planned to accumulate
two million lei in a short period and cover the remaining
amount through bank interest. However, the financial crisis
of 1932-1934 nearly wiped out all savings; only 386,000 lei.
Despite numerous court proceedings, no substantial recovery
was achieved. Consequently, the budget was supported
through public fundraising events; in particular, in 1929 the
Youth Section (Sectia Junilor) was reactivated.'

According to the memoir accounts of members of the
Tetina society, having only 115,000 lei but considerable
enthusiasm, construction of the National House began in
the spring of 1935. Architect Grigore Bordian supervised
the works free of charge. Excavation work was carried out
by members of Sectia Junilor, representatives of the local
intelligentsia, and local householders. The transportation
of 34,000 bricks, more than 150 cubic meters of gravel,
railway tracks, timber, and other materials was also
performed free of charge. Members of the Liga polisportiva
from Chernivtsi, under the leadership of Professor C. Zotta,
concreted 132 square meters of floor areca. As a result
of this collective mobilization, the cornerstone of the
National House was laid on 2 June 1935 in the presence

of Minister Professor I Nistor, a delegation of clergy,
Mayor D. Marmeliuc, and other representatives of the
municipal and civic elite.

Despite significant debts, by 15 December 1935 the
building had been roofed, plastered, fitted with flooring,
and equipped with double-glazed windows. At that
stage, approximately one quarter of the project had been
completed: a performance hall, a conference and reading
hall, a restaurant hall, and three smaller rooms had been
constructed. On this occasion, festive gatherings were held
with the participation of the Romanian community of Rosa
and distinguished guests.” The members of the society
intended to unite the inhabitants of the suburb around the
completion of the construction, to furnish the interior, and
to make the premises available for all public associations
of Rosa. However, due to the events of the Second World
War (1939-1945), the Romanian National House in Rosa
remained unfinished (Fig. 3)."

The fifty-year history of the society was summarized
in a monograph'® published in 1936 and signed by its
chairman, Dimitrie Sofroniuc. During the Romanian
period, the following individuals served as chairmen of
the society: Modest Scalat, lawyer (1919); Radu Sbiera,
professor (1922); Valerian Bocancea, priest (1923, 1924);
Mihai Shiera, teacher (1925, 1926); Mihai Stefaniuc, civil
servant (1928, 1929; 1934); Gheorghe Formagiu (1930,
1932, 1933); and Dimitrie Sofroniuc (1935, 1936). The
monograph also highlights the long-standing committee
member Vasile Constantinovici, an agrarian specialist who
chaired the auditing commission from 1905 to 1936. As of
1936, the society counted 110 founding members.'”

The society’s activities were defined in its statute as
cultural and economic in nature. As early as 1914, Modest
Scalat established a model greenhouse, from which,
even during the interwar period, residents of Rosa and
neighboring villages received grafted fruit tree seedlings of
various varieties. Before the First World War, a male choir
operated within the society under the leadership of Dr.
Octavian Voronca and Vasile Bordian. After the war, the
society resumed its activities, combining the accumulation
of funds and the preservation of bank deposits with
cultural initiatives. Committees headed by Father Valerian
Bocancea, Professor Mihai Sbiera, and Mihai Stefaniuc
organized public festivities and gatherings, which
generated considerable income in the years 1928-1930.

The revival of the Youth Section (Sectia Junilor)
in 1929 resulted from the initiative of its members — Prot
Nicolai, Timcu George, and Garbu Vasile — who launched
artistic programmes, including theatrical performances and
recitations. At different times, the section was chaired by
Nicolai Prot, Dionisie Scraba, and loan Ostafi. In the same
year, a dance platform was constructed in the society’s
park, reflecting the growing scale of cultural activities.
Organizational and financial matters were coordinated

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by a committee led by Dr. Gheorghe Formagiu, who
oversaw, among other responsibilities, the management
of the greenhouse and the allocation of funds in banking
institutions. At the same time, school director Vasile
Bordian and teacher Dionisie Scraba organized both mixed
and male choirs. In 1936, these ensembles performed on
the stage of the National Theatre.'®

The school gradually became a center of traditional
culture for the inhabitants of Rosa. It regularly hosted
gatherings and cultural events in cooperation with the
Tetina society, the Society of Romanian Housewives,
and the reading room of Rosa-Stanca. On the initiative of
teachers, and with the participation of pupils and members
of the Youth Section of Tetina, Christmas caroling,
«Herod» performances, and plugusoare (traditional
New Year ritual recitations) were organized throughout
the suburb for the first time in 1934. In the same year,
a Christmas carol festival was inaugurated in Rosa-Stanca.

It is significant that these initiatives were positively
received by other communities in Rosa as well. On 6
January 1935, a large concert of Christmas carols and
winter ritual songs was held in the German House, with the
participation of pupils and youth; the mayor of Chernivtsi,
Dimitrie Marmeliuc, was present at the event. According to
contemporary recollections, the society’s large choir numbered
up to 250 members. One of the most attended concerts took
place in the park of the National House in Rosa, which,
however, remained unfinished due to the outbreak of war."”

Archival documents further confirm the intensity
of mass events during this period. In 1930-1931, several
applications were submitted to the mayor’s office requesting
permission to organize public festivities. On 25 May 1930,
such an application was filed by the Youth Section; another,
dated 31 August 1930, specified that the festivities would
include theatrical performances, recitations, and dancing.
The mayor’s office also granted permission for an event on
12 July 1931 in the Tetina forest (or, in case of bad weather,
on 19 July 1931 in the society’s garden near the church). The
documents emphasized the cultural purpose of the event and
the allocation of proceeds to the construction of the National
House. A protocol of the balance of expenses and revenues
dated 27 April 1930 has been preserved. It records the sale of
35 tickets at 30 lei (1,050 lei) and 54 tickets at 20 lei (1,080
lei), while additional income (from the buffet, auctions,
and other sources) amounted to 3,820 lei. The total revenue
reached 5,950 lei, of which a net profit of 1,760 lei was
transferred to the National House construction fund.?

Already during the Austrian administration, three
reading rooms (cabinete de lecturd / cabinete de citire)
operated in Rosa:

* the Tetina Reading Room — headed by Parish
Priest Grigore Hostiuc;

* the Stanca Reading Room — led by Cooperator
Petru Popescu;

+  the Manasteriste Reading Room — administered
by Priest P. Popescu.

Periodical publications from 1907 attest to the
continued activity of the Tetina Reading Room. At that
time, D. Piteiu served as chairman, A. Zama as secretary,
and Cantor Vasile Ostafi as an active organizer. The reading
room organized theatrical performances, dances, and
concerts of the village choir; among the repertoire was
the play Nunta taraneascid («The Peasant Weddingy).”!
Archival materials confirm the uninterrupted activity of this
institution during the Romanian period as well.2

The Stinca Reading Room is documented in the
press as early as 1911, when, on 5 May, a celebration was
organized in the German House in Rosa featuring national
dances, poetry recitations, and a concert conducted by
Teacher Cojocariu and the village choir. The event was
held under the honorary presidency of Deputies Dionisie
cav. de Bejan, Baron Alexandru Hormuzachi, Constantin
Isopescul, Florea Lupu, Aurel Onciul, and Teofil
Siminovici. In 1912, the reading room organized musical
and literary evenings.”

During the interwar period, the Stinca Reading
Room demonstrated activity not only in the cultural
sphere but also in civic matters. A handwritten letter
dated 26 September 1929, addressed to the mayor of
Chernivtsi, has been preserved. It reports the consecration,
on 22 September 1929, of the foundation of the National
House, constructed on land belonging to the society near the
primary school of Rosa-Stanca. In this appeal, the society
requested financial assistance from the municipal cultural
funds, referring to previous support for the first cultural
house in Rosa. The document was signed by Chairman
Bidnei Nicolae and Secretary Olariu Vasile; by resolution of
26 September, a grant of 15,000 lei was allocated (Fig. 4).
Another letter dated 9 January 1930, containing a similar
request to the mayor, has also been preserved.

On 30 October 1929, the society submitted a new
petition outlining its history. It stated that the Stanca
Reading Room had been founded in 1900 and that its
activities were directed toward national and -cultural
development through gatherings, theatrical performances,
and other events. The society had assembled a substantial
library, regarded by contemporaries as one of the best
popular libraries in Bukovina. Due to intensive use of the
collection and the need for new publications, a request
for financial support was submitted; on 23 October
1929, a subsidy of 15,000 lei was granted. On 9 January
1930, the reading room again petitioned for funds for the
construction of the National House; however, the outcome
of this request has not yet been established.?*

In terms of urban improvement, a notable initiative
was the appeal submitted on 29 October 1934 by members
of the Stanca Reading Room to the mayor’s office
advocating the planting of trees on the «Stanca Hill.» The

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initiators argued that tree planting would prevent landslides
and protect the primary school, which had been built before
the First World War and had already been reconstructed once
from its foundations at municipal expense.”® Judging from
the documents, this initiative produced positive results.

The reading room in Manasteriste was founded in
1898 as a branch of the Society of Romanian Cantors
of Bukovina «Lumina.» In periodical literature, it also
appears under the name Cabinetul de lectura « Luminay din
Manasteriste. The founder and chairman of the society was
Andreiu Brateanu; the vice-president was Ion Penteleiciuc;
and the secretary was Priest Petru Popescul. The board
included Dionisie Clein, George Zavadovschi, Nicolai
Cohut, Mihai Jemna, Vasile Jemna, Nicolai Scalat, Mihai
Creiliciuc, and others.?®

Among the active Romanian organizations of Rosa,
a particularly prominent role was played by the Housewives’
Circle (Cercul de gospodine), founded on 27 January 1925
and financed by the Society of Romanian Ladies (Societatea
doamnelor romdne). The Circle maintained close contacts
with the Tetina society, although their positions did not
always coincide in certain economic matters. The initiator
of the Circle’s establishment was Iuliana Dulgheru. Its choir
numbered approximately 140 members and was conducted
by Teacher Dionisie Scraba. A dance group also operated
within the organization. General rehearsals were held both in
the premises of the Tetina society and in the German House.
Initially, the choir was composed exclusively of men, but it
later developed into a mixed ensemble. Between 1935 and
1943, the group participated in choral festivals organized by
the National Theatre in Chernivtsi; in 1937, it took part in
a festival at the National Theatre in Bucharest; and in 1939,
it won a competition of church choirs organized by the
Chernivtsi Protopresbyterate.

Branches of the Society of Romanian Ladies had
already existed in Rosa and in Manasteriste during the
Austrian period. For a considerable time, the society
maintained two shelters for underprivileged children — one
in the suburb of Manasteriste and another on what is today
Shepkin Street. Both institutions were established through
a donation from Metropolitan Vladimir de Repta.

Archival materials also document the activity in
Rosa of the archers’ society (arcdseasca) Stefan cel Mare.
Its members submitted a petition requesting permission
to organize public festivities (theatrical performances,
recitations, and dances) on 30 December 1929 in the hall
of the German House. According to the financial reports,
the net profit of the event amounted to 9,017 lei. The same
sources indicate that similar events were organized on 2

September 1928 and 25 October 1929 — in the Tetina forest
or, in case of bad weather, in the building of the primary
school on Tetina. Among the leaders of the society were
Dugan Valerian, A. Zamd, and Cojocariu Gheorghe (Fig. 5).%

According to the authors of Din istoria tinutului
natal (2002), archers’ societies (arcdsiile) were extremely
widespread and active not only in Bukovina but also
beyond its borders. They possessed a well-developed
organizational structure comprising cultural, economic,
social, and sports sections. A similar society functioned in
Rosa.

During the Romanian period, the Temperance Society
(Trezvia), whose principal aim was the Oopnba against
alcoholism, also operated in Rosa; one of its branches
functioned in Rosa-Stanca.?®

The landowners’ register of Rosa—Manasteriste for
1932 records a plot belonging to the society Principele
Mircea.® The chairwoman of the society was Virginia
Nistor — founder of the Union of Romanian Women (1919)
and of the professional school for girls in Chernivtsi
(1929). The Rosa branch formed part of the network
of the Bucharest-based organization of the same name
and operated under the patronage of Queen Marie. The
society’s primary objective was maternal education and
the support of young children; four dispensaries functioned
in Chernivtsi, Rosa, and Kalichanka, where mothers with
young children received free consultations and medication.
In Manasteriste, a shelter for poor children existed at the
Orthodox parish; there are grounds to assume that it was
under the patronage of the Principele Mircea society.

Local press also mentions the Volunteer Fire Brigade
of Rosa and Manasteriste (Freiwillige Feuerwehr von Rosch
und Manasteriska), which in 1928 celebrated the twentieth
anniversary of its activity in the German House. Among
the leadership of the society were Commandant Johann
Kiinzelmann and Oberrevident Karl Uhrich, a former
commandant who at that time held an honorary position.*°

During the interwar period, several all-Romanian
organizations owned land plots on Tetina, including the
Benevolent Society of Printers (Societatea de binefacere
a tipografilor), the Society of Friends of Children
(Societatea de prietenii copiilor), the Central Society of
Commercial Employees of Romania (Societatea centrala
a functionarilor de comert din Romdnia), and the Central
Society of Craftsmen of Romania (Societatea centrala
a Meseriasilor din Romdnia), among others.’! It is likely
that these organizations used their plots on Tetina primarily
for recreational purposes and had no direct connection to
the local communities of Rosa.

The society developed into a nationwide philanthropic network, operating with the support of the American Red Cross. It established
approximately 350 clinics for newborns and maternal support centres across Romania, providing medical assistance, counselling, and social
support to mothers and young children in need. Within this broader national framework, the Rosa branch functioned as part of a well-organized
humanitarian infrastructure aimed at improving maternal and child welfare in the interwar Romanian state.

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In this context, special attention should be paid to
Volodymyr Zalozetskyi-Sas (1884-1965) — a Ukrainian
politician, public figure, art historian, patron of the arts, and
a pioneer of skiing in Bukovina. He owned a land plot at the
foot of Mount Tetina and, between 1927 and 1940, founded
the Ukrainian Museum of Ethnography. In the early 1930s,
owing to his efforts, a carved Hutsul house and a wooden
gate were installed at the foot of the mountain as the initial
realization of a planned museum of Hutsul art. During the war,
all of these structures were destroyed by fire; only the wooden
gate survived and is now exhibited at the Chernivtsi Regional
Museum of Folk Architecture and Rural Life (Figs. 7-8).

The German community of the Rosa suburb
demonstrated a high level of civic self-organization during
the interwar period. The central institution of its cultural
and educational life remained the German National House
in Rosa, which appears in German-language literature and
local press under various names, including German House
in Rosch, Roscher Deutschen Hauses, Deutschen Hause,
and Deutsches Volksheim.

In 1930, the main cultural organization of the German
population of the region was renamed from the Christlicher
Deutscher Verein (Society of Christian Germans) to the
Deutscher Kulturverein (German Cultural Association),
which united 33 local branches. These changes were also
implemented in Rosa. During the interwar period, the local
branch Ortsgruppe Rosch—Manasteriska, founded in 1904,
operated there and made use of the premises of the German
People’s House. In the 1920s and 1930s, the association
was headed by Anton Leonhard, Josef Kunzelmann, and
Hanns Uhrich. Among its co-founders were Christian Hack,
Georg Kraus, Peter Kunzelmann, Georg Schmidt, Adolf
Zieber, Josef Wolf, Martin Strobel, Jakob Zinder, Philipp
Kunz, Wenzel Heer, Michael Dukett, and others.3? Particular
attention should be given to Christian Hack, who donated
the land plot on which the German House was built.** As of
1 January 1932, the association numbered 552 members.**

In 1933, the governing board consisted of Josef
Kunzelmann (chairman), Lorenz Hicke, Sebastian
Lichtenwald, Rudolf Kunzelmann, Lorenz Reumann,
Karl Strobel, and Hans Uhrich, while the auditors were
Maximilian Beutler and Georg Holzel.*

The most ambitious project of the 1920s-1930s was the
financing and expansion of the German House (1928-1933)
and the enrichment of its inventory. In 1928, the local branch
(Ortsgruppe Rosch—Manasteriska), acting through the Rosa
branch of the Agricultural Bank, issued share certificates
with a nominal value of 500 lei and a guaranteed interest
rate of 12%.3¢ In 1930, a model library was established in

the German House, encompassing all publications of the
German Book Community available at the time. By the
early 1930s, the library’s holdings exceeded 500 volumes.
The library was open to the community, and books could
be ordered by mail. The association also supported the
Evangelical parish of Rosa, including donations for the
construction of the bell tower at the Evangelical cemetery.*’

Festive culture occupied an important place in the
community’s life. Among the most notable events were the
annual Sonnwendfeier am Cecina (Midsummer Festival
on Tetina) and the Erntefest (Harvest Festival), organized
jointly with other associations and youth organizations and
serving as central events of the German community. In
1939, a Harvest Thanksgiving (Erntedank) was organized,
accompanied by religious services on 13 August at
9:00 a.m. in the Roman Catholic Chapel of St. Boniface
in Rosch (r0m.-kath. Bonifatiuskapelle in Rosch) and at
11:00 a.m. in the Evangelical City Parish Church.*® Other
events included the Waldmeisterfest am Cecina (Foresters’
Festival on Tetina, 1929)%, Sylvesterfeier (New Year’s
Eve celebrations), commemorative events marking the
150th anniversary of the death of Friedrich von Schiller,
a Goethe-Gedenkfeier (Goethe Memorial Celebration),
a historical procession dedicated to the 150th anniversary
of the settlement of Germans in Bukovina, and celebrations
marking the 25th anniversary of the German House.*

The most active youth organization was the
Jungmannschaft Eichenhor (Eichenhort Youth
Association), which cooperated with and was partially
subordinated to the local branch Rosch—Manasteriska
(Ortsgruppe Rosch—Manasteriska). In 1929, the 17th
General Assembly of the association was held, during
which its chairman, Christian Strobel, presented a report.
The organization contributed to supporting the German
student boarding house (deutsches Schiilerheim), the
Evangelical orphanage (evangelisches Waisenhaus), and
cultural events organized by the local branch.

Among its own activities were Easter, Kathrein,
and Christmas celebrations (Oster-, Kathrein- und
Weihnachtsfest), masked and costume evenings, closed
dance events for members of Freya and Eichenhort,
and anniversary celebrations (Julf eier). The association
counted 110 active and 50 inactive members. Members
of the executive board included Hans Uhrich, Otto
Bukowiecki, Rudolf Czerny, Siegfried Uhrich, Fritz Goerz,
Edmund Nowak, Artur Dietz, Siegfried Kunzelmann,
Josef Kopp, Erwin Kunzelmann, Arnold Schreiber,
and Siegmund Duczek.*' In 1928, the chairman of the
association was Reinhold Leibrock.*

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In the late 1920s, FEichenhort, together with the
association Freya, participated in the reconstruction
of the German House, assuming responsibility for the
arrangement of the stage. An interest-free loan (zinsenlose
Anleihe) was organized, and through donations (Spenden),
stage equipment worth 90,000 lei was acquired.

The girls’ association Freya primarily participated in
cultural events organized by the local branch and the youth
association Eichenhort; in the late 1920s it was headed by
Else Schidle.®

The Catholic-German youth association katholisch-
deutscher Jugendbund Rittertreu was also active. In 1928,
the organization held masked balls and theatrical evenings,
mostly of a closed character. Among the signatories of the
permits were lulia Schmidt, Jakob Kipert, Alfred Lenhardt,
and Martin Baumgartner (Fig. 6).* In 1929, together with
the local branch Rosch—Manasteriska and the Catholic-
German girls’ association Edelweil3, it participated in
the Waldmeisterfest am Cecina (Foresters’ Festival on
Tetina)*, and in 1932 it contributed to organizing a choral
evening in the association’s garden (choir director — Franz
Krzyzewski).*

During the interwar period, the Deutsche
marianische Jungfrauenkongregation der Vorstadte Rosch—
Manasteriska (German Marian Congregation of the
Suburbs Rosch—Manasteriska) was also active. As of 1931,
it owned a building at Romergasse 6 and organized family
celebrations (Familienfeier).’

An important participant in most cultural events
was the Roscher Gesangverein (Rosa Choral Society).
In the 1920s-1930s, among its most active figures
were Columbus, Gustav Kandel, and Wuttke, who in
1932 served as director of the choral society during the
Midsummer celebration.*

At the same time, during the 1930s, significant
ideological shifts occurred within the German community
of Rosa, as throughout Bukovina as a whole. Reports by
officials of the Polish Consulate in Chernivtsi noted that the
political and public life of the Bukovinian Germans — who
were distinguished by a high degree of national solidarity —
was influenced by developments in Nazi Germany. These
transformations affected not only civic associations but
also the German clergy. The reports also emphasized the
increasing dependence of the local German population on
the policies of the German state.*

In analyzing the social dynamics and political
orientations of the German community of Bukovina in
the interwar period, it is appropriate to refer to the works
of Serhii Osachuk, who has thoroughly examined this
issue. The scholar emphasized that the transformation
of ideological orientations within German public life

intensified competition among organizations, particularly
in the sphere of distributing financial assistance arriving
from Germany for associations and political parties through
the treasury of the Deutscher Kulturverein. In his view,
without external financial support, the activities of most
youth and national organizations in the 1930s would have
been practically impossible, which gave access to funds
an existential significance. As a result of internal conflicts
within German organizations, the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs in Berlin substantially reduced support for German
political groupings from 1937 onward, maintaining
systematic funding only for orphanages, boarding schools,
and itinerant teachers.

Further changes were brought about by the
establishment of King Carol II’s dictatorship in Romania:
on 31 March 1938, all political parties, including German
ones, were dissolved. The representation of the interests of
the German minority was assumed by the German section
of the National Renaissance Front. The Bukovinian section
of the German community was headed by Martin Runzer
and, from 1939, by Franz Lomer.

An additional factor contributing to the crisis was
the gradual decline of German-language schooling, which
diminished year by year. Nevertheless, in Rosa the German
school continued to function until 1936. During this
period, the idea of repatriating the Bukovinian Germans
was increasingly discussed. However, as S. Osachuk
concluded, the several-month experience of life under
Soviet rule dispelled any doubts among the vast majority of
the German population of Northern Bukovina regarding the
necessity of resettlement.*

Despite the growing political tension, the everyday
life of the Germans of Rosa retained its established
rhythms. Each year on 20-21 June they celebrated the
Midsummer festival on Mount Tetina. Reinhold Weiser,
recalling his participation in the 1936 celebration,
described the atmosphere of a mass gathering with
abundant refreshments, brass music performed by the
volunteer fire brigade, youth dances, and games in the
forest. The culmination of the festival was the lighting of
the bonfire, around which residents of all ages gathered.
The head of the ethnic group of Rosa, Hans Uhrich,
delivered a speech; poems were recited, songs were sung,
and dances were performed. Young couples, according
to long-standing custom, jumped over the fire, which,
according to folk belief, was meant to bring happiness and
good fortune in marriage.’!

Archival documents also attest that the Ukrainian
Male Choir, which actively toured in Bukovina and
Bessarabia, had its branches in Chernivtsi as well as in the
suburbs of Rosa and Kalichanka.*

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Conclusions. The study of civic associations in the
suburb of Chernivtsi — Rosa during the period of Romanian
administration significantly refines our understanding
of the patterns of social self-organization within a local
community under conditions of changing state jurisdiction.
Archival materials convincingly demonstrate that public
life in the suburb during the interwar period not only
maintained a high level of activity but also displayed
a remarkable capacity to adapt to new political, legal, and
ideological realities.

Within the Romanian community of Rosa, the leading
role was played by the cultural-economic association
Tetina, whose activities were directed, in particular,
toward the construction of the Romanian National House
in the suburb — a large-scale project whose completion
was interrupted by the events of the Second World
War. An important factor in civic mobilization was also
the Society of Romanian Ladies (Doamnele romdne),
from whose initiative the Housewives’ Circle (Cercul
Gospodinelor) emerged. Cultural and educational functions
were performed by the reading cabinets in Tetina, Rosa—
Stanca, and Manastiriste (Cabinetele de lectura Tetina,
Rosa—Stanca, Manastiriste), as well as by the National
House in Stanca, built near the local school. During the
interwar period, new associations also operated in the
suburb — Stefan cel Mare, Principele Mircea, and Trezvia —
broadening the scope of social and cultural engagement

The civic life of the German community was
concentrated around the German National House in Rosa,
which became the central venue for cultural, festive, and
leisure activities. The most influential organization was the
Deutscher Kulturverein. In the interwar period, its local
branch, the Ortsgruppe Rosch—Manasteriska, functioned
actively in Rosa. The most dynamic youth organizations
included Jungmannschaft Eichenhort, Méadchenbund Freya,
the katholisch-deutscher Jugendbund Rittertreu, the Catholic
German girls’ association Edelweil, and the Deutsche
marianische Jungfrauenkongregation der Vorstidte Rosch—
Manasteriska, among others. Mass events — dance evenings,
theatrical performances, Midsummer celebrations on Mount
Tetina, and harvest festivals — had an interethnic character
and created a shared space of everyday communication
among different communities. At the same time, during
the 1930s, the influence of National Socialist ideology
became increasingly visible in the activities of some
German organizations, reflecting broader European political
developments of the time.

The Ukrainian population of the suburb gathered
around the branch of the Ukrainian Male Choir, which
performed an important cultural and integrative function.
A significant phenomenon in the cultural landscape of
Rosa was also the activity of Volodymyr Zalozetsky, whose
initiatives in the area of Mount Tetina laid the foundations
for a museum of Hutsul ethnography aimed at preserving
and promoting traditional culture.

Opverall, the civic associations of Rosa in the interwar
period functioned as key centers of social integration,
cultural communication, and the preservation of local
identity. Despite increasing political pressure in the late
1930s and the deterioration of the international situation,
the level of civic engagement in the suburb remained

consistently high and played an important role in shaping
the multiethnic social space and urban identity of Rosa.
The archival materials introduced into scholarly circulation
provide a solid foundation for further comparative research
on the civic life of the suburbs of Chernivtsi and Bukovina
in the first half of the twentieth century.
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Antoniy Moysey. The formation of school education in the suburb of Chernivtsi — Rosha during the Austrian
and Romanian periods. Abstract. Within the framework of the RESTORY project — a grant programme of the European
Commission under Horizon Europe (HORIZON-CL2-2023-HERITAGE-01-No. 101132781) — a comprehensive study was
conducted on the formation and evolution of the school network in the suburb of Chernivtsi, Rosha. The aim of the study
is to reconstruct the development of the system of public (elementary) schools in Rosha during the periods of Austrian and
Romanian administration (1816-1918; 1918-1940), as well as under the Romanian military administration (1941-1944), taking
into account institutional transformations, material infrastructure, teaching staff, student numbers, and the role of the local
community in supporting education. The research focuses in particular on the Rosha School (today Gymnasium No. 10), the
school in Manastyryska, the schools in Rosha-Tsetsyna and Rosha-Stynka (today Gymnasium No. 2), and the German school
located near the cavalry barracks (today Gymnasium No. 8).

Unlike previous publications, which primarily examined the history of individual educational institutions, this article
analyses the schools of Rosha as a single local educational system that developed across different spatial locations and
under various administrative regimes. The relevance of the study lies in the need to substantially expand existing knowledge
of Rosha’s educational space as a multi-component phenomenon with both scholarly and practical significance for the
contemporary educational environment of the microdistrict.

Scientific novelty. The study is based on an extensive body of previously unpublished archival materials from the State
Archives of Chernivtsi Region, including: Fund 1 District Administration of Bukovina, Chernivtsi (files Nos. 875, 3639);
Fund 3 Regional Administration of Bukovina (files Nos. 1991, 3126, 5612); Fund 39 Chernivtsi City Magistrate (files Nos.
535, 820, 5460, 5518, 5810); and Fund 43 Municipality of Chernivtsi (files Nos. 116, 1225, 2703, 2931, 5640, 6823, 8557,
8735, 12722, 12727). Of particular scholarly value are the materials collected during historical and ethnographic field research
conducted in Rosha in 2024-2025. Especially important are the holdings of the archive (museum) of Chernivtsi Gymnasium
No. 10, including photographic documents from the late nineteenth to the first half of the twentieth century related to school
buildings and the organisation of the educational process. Some of these materials were provided to the research team by
teacher Korneliia Medvid, who since the 1990s has systematically collected historical and ethnographic materials from
residents of the Rosha suburb.

As a result of the research, the circumstances surrounding the establishment of individual schools have been clarified
for the first time; the conditions under which private and rented premises were used for educational purposes have been
reconstructed; and the names of school principals and teachers, their confessional and linguistic affiliation, as well as the size
and social composition of the student body have been identified. Statistical data on student enrolment and teaching staff in
Rosha’s schools have been systematised for the first time on the basis of inspection reports and materials of the Chernivtsi
City Magistrate. School building plans and layouts have been introduced into scholarly circulation for the first time, including
drawings prepared by architect V. Hreku in 1939, along with original tables and charts presenting data on student numbers,
ethnic composition, and school leadership.

The methodological framework of the study is based on a comprehensive analysis of archival sources and
historiography, enabling the clarification of the identities of school founders and patrons, the conditions of school operation
prior to the construction of purpose-built facilities, staff composition, student numbers and national structure, as well as the
circumstances of construction, repairs, and rental of school premises.

Conclusions. The study demonstrates that the development of school education in Rosha was systemic and dynamic,
shaped by the interaction of demographic growth in the suburb, administrative and legal transformations, and the resource
capacities of the local community. Educational infrastructure evolved through continuous negotiation between local residents
and authorities, as well as through practices of adapting and renting premises, conducting repairs, and gradually expanding
institutional capacity in response to growing student numbers.

As a result of the research, a coherent scholarly corpus of sources and visualisations (charts, tables, plans, and
photographic documents) has been created for the first time, together with an analytical reconstruction that allows the school
network of Rosha to be understood as a complex, multi-level system integrated into the social, cultural, and administrative
space of Chernivtsi from the nineteenth to the first half of the twentieth century.

The Representation of Ukraine’s History in International Scientific Discourse: A Scientometric
Approach Using Dimensions Data. The novelty of the study. The aim of the article. This study presents a scientometric
analysis of how the history of Ukraine is represented in international scientific discourse, based on data retrieved from the
Dimensions database. It continues a previous investigation of similar thematic orientation, which was conducted using the
Web of Science platform. Methodology. Through the use of quantitative bibliometric indicators — including publication
trends, citation analysis, co-authorship networks, and thematic clustering — this study explores the global academic visibility of
Ukrainian historical scholarship. Conclusions. The comparative perspective enables a broader understanding of how different
bibliographic databases reflect research dynamics. The findings reveal patterns in international collaboration, dominant
institutions, leading subject areas, and temporal changes in scholarly attention. Particular emphasis is placed on the impact of
geopolitical events on academic production. This work not only enhances insights into Ukraine’s historiographical presence
within global scientific dialogue but also illustrates the methodological potential of scientometric tools in humanities research.
Perspectives for future research. The article not only outlines the current state of research on the history of Ukraine but also
identifies promising new avenues of inquiry for researchers and practitioners in the field. The identified research gaps may
serve as a catalyst for further scholarly work on Ukrainian history. Furthermore, it is hoped that the presented material will
facilitate a broader representation of the significant body of research on Ukrainian history — ranging from archaeology to the
present day — within the global academic community. This is particularly relevant in the context of the information war and
targeted disinformation campaigns waged by the aggressor state regarding Ukraine and its historical narrative.

The features of the development
of the dissident movement are revealed, conditionally along the following lines: national-cultural, political, human rights,
and religious. Attention is drawn to the fact that, initiated primarily by poets, the sixties movement soon acquired an artistic,
philosophical-ideological, scientific, and socio-political direction. Methods. In covering this issue, methods of historicism,
anthropology, systematicity, complexity, continuity, objectivity, refutation of false statements and distortions were used. The
tools of Ukrainian studies as a comprehensive system of knowledge about Ukraine and Ukrainianness played a major role.
Conclusions. The article emphasizes that the «cognitive rebelliony that arose in the 1960s witnessed the growth of the role
of the intelligentsia, which began to shake the colossus called the «<USSR», which turned out to be on clay feet and, naturally,

fell, scattering into pieces.

The article analyses the views of the Polish émigré opposition, the so-called circle of Jerzy Giedroyc and Juliusz Meroszewski,
which represented the vision of the intellectual circle of the Polish opposition in the pages of the magazine Kultura. The novelty of
the study lies in a generalised analysis of ideas about European politics and Ukraine’s place in it in the foreign policy concepts of
the Polish émigré opposition in the late 1940s to the 1980s. The aim of the article. Conduct a comparative analysis of the evolution
of the political views of the Polish émigré opposition. Methodology. To achieve the research objectives, methods of objectivity,
historicism and analysis were used. Conclusions. The political map of Europe, which became a new political reality after the end
of World War II, was at the centre of heated discussions not only among politicians but also among public intellectuals.

In the context of ongoing Russian aggression against Ukraine, the relevance of European politics and our country’s
place in it are becoming increasingly important. Ukrainian and Polish political elites are increasingly turning to the intellectual

legacy of E. Gedroyc, finding relevance in his concepts.

An undoubted achievement of the Paris-based Kultura was that the Polish and Ukrainian intellectual elites embarked on
a path of reconciling complex historical issues of their shared history, beginning a conversation about their difficult historical
legacy, clearly realising that without this, genuine inter-ethnic reconciliation and cooperation are impossible. Most importantly,
according to the authors of the article, the Paris-based Kultura created a clear mental map of Ukraine as a state that is a good
and reliable neighbour to the Republic of Poland, a strategic partner and a reliable ally.

Perspectives for future research. Today, it is very important for Ukraine to find its own niche in European politics.
Therefore, it is important to study the experience of previous decades and take it into account in the future. The prospects for
research are to determine the optimal vector of Ukrainian foreign policy.

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Kozholianko Olena. Marriage in Ancient Egypt: Between Civil Law and Mythological Archetype. The aim of
the article. This article investigates the legal and social status of women in Ancient Egypt through the prism of marriage
and divorce proceedings. It focuses on the formation of the legal foundation that defined the Egyptian woman as an
economically independent subject capable of self-sufficiency after the dissolution of marriage. The author highlights the
significance of legal instruments such as the sh-n-s-ankh (annuity contracts) and the pe-she (the right to one-third of joint
property), which provided substantial financial protection for wives. The study also examines various papyri and medical-
legal treatises, such as the Will of Naunakhte and Papyrus Rylands 9, which contain valuable information on inheritance
rights and the standard formulas of divorce documents (sh n h3). The significance of the concept of Maat in shaping the
Egyptian family as a balanced system of rights and obligations, where marriage was a civil partnership and parenthood
a sacred duty, is emphasized.

Methodology of the research. The research methodology is grounded in the principles of historicism, objectivity,
systematicity, and interdisciplinarity. The study employs general scientific, specialized historical, and philological methods
for analyzing demotic and hieratic texts. Each of these methods has proven effective in its specific context, allowing for an
objective investigation into the genesis of women’s legal rights during the New Kingdom and Late Period, as well as an
assessment of their impact on the social stability of Ancient Egyptian civilization.

Conclusions. The era of Ancient Egypt marked a unique flourishing of legal thought regarding gender equality. Unlike
many contemporary civilizations, Egypt developed a system where marriage was a secular civil contract rather than a religious
sacrament, allowing for a high degree of personal freedom. Egyptian women of that time achieved significant milestones: they
possessed full legal capacity, could initiate divorce, and were guaranteed economic security through pre-defined settlement
formulas. The mythological archetypes, primarily the balance of Maat, became the theoretical basis for familial harmony and
justice in inheritance. The widespread use of written marriage contracts was a crucial aspect of protecting women’s interests.
Thus, the legal system of Ancient Egypt represented a «golden age» for women’s rights in the ancient world. It was during
this period that the theoretical foundations were laid and practical legal methods were developed, which determined the high
status of the Egyptian woman for millennia.

Literary sources about the life and work
of V. P. Pishak. Research methods. Descriptive, historical, analysis and synthesis. The novelty lies in the fact that all data,
primarily dates and figures, are verified. Research results. The article highlights the main aspects of the scientific, pedagogical
and organizational activities of V. P. Pishak; the available data is rethought, clarified and supplemented; his contribution to
the formation of academic culture and scientific schools, the creation and development of departments and laboratories, and
the training of personnel at the Bukovina State Medical University is analyzed; the influence of this outstanding figure on
the development of regional and national medical education and science at the end of the 20th century — the beginning of
the 21st century, etc. is clarified. Conclusion. The scientific heritage of V. P. Pishak and his contribution to the development
of the Bukovina State Medical University, medicine and medical education in the region are significant.

The objectives are: (1) to
conduct a comparative analysis of key terms in osteology and dentistry; (2) to detect semantic discrepancies affecting education
and clinical practice; (3) to define principles of linguistic adaptation of Ukrainian anatomical terminology; (4) to substantiate
the role of illustrations as a unifying tool. Methods include comparative analysis of terminological sources (Latin, English,
Ukrainian, and Russian atlases), structural-semantic study of terms, content analysis of educational syllabi from Ukrainian
medical universities, and visual-linguistic comparison of illustrative material. Conclusions. The findings reveal significant
terminological inconsistencies that complicate the establishment of a unified educational and clinical framework. The study
substantiates the necessity of creating a Ukrainian-language anatomical atlas with a standardized nomenclature that integrates
international norms with Ukrainian linguistic rules. The illustrative component is highlighted as a crucial factor in unification
and cognitive comprehension of complex structures. Future research will focus on the development of digital glossaries,
terminology databases, and educational platforms to harmonize professional communication and enhance the quality of
medical training.

Introduction. The historical development of
Bukovina in different periods depended on the states to
which it belonged. As is well known, for 450 years it was
under the protectorate of Moldova, which in the middle
of the 16th century fell into vassal dependence on Turkey.
During the Austrian occupation (lasting 140 years), the
region became famous throughout Europe.

General Gabriel von Spleni, who commanded the
Austrian army in Bukovyna, sent a letter to the government
of the Austro-Hungarian Empire in 1775 requesting that
several doctors be sent to the city of Chernivtsi. Maria
Teodoryn was appointed the first midwife. Later, in 1811,
the first school for midwives was founded in Bukovina.
Joseph Glabach, who was a certified doctor, was appointed
the first sanitary advisor to the administration.

The first maternity hospital with 15 beds, in
accordance with aresolution of the Bukovina Seym, was
opened at 7 Transylvania Street (now 129 Holovna Street).
This date coincides with the birthday of Sofia Okunevska,
who was born into the family of Atanasiy Okunevskyi,
a doctor from Storozhynets. She became the first woman
to work as adoctor specializing in gynecology in the

Austro-Hungarian Empire. As a gynecologist, she received
a doctorate. S. A. Okunevska put the results of her scientific
work into practice. Dr. Okunevska used radium in the
treatment of cervical cancer according to Maria Sktodowska-
Curie’s methods. Her brother, Yaroslav Okunevsky, born
in 1860, worked as a doctor in the Austrian navy, became
an admiral, and published several books on medicine. He
headed the sanitary commission of the West Ukrainian
People’s Republic. Later, Yaroslav Okunevsky worked in
the city of Horodenka in the Ivano-Frankivsk oblast in the
1920s, where he tragically died in 1929.

Sofia Okunevska established close ties with the
Ukrainian elite of Bukovyna and Galicia, in particular with
Olha Kobylianska, Natalia Kobrynska, Vasyl Stefanyk, and
Lesya Ukrainka. She died in 1926 and was buried in Lychakiv
cemetery (Lviv), near the grave of Ivan Franko, whom she
had known during her lifetime. Half a century later, the Sofia
Okunevska Annual Award was established, with medical
workers from the oncology clinic becoming its laureates.

History of the issue. Looking back at the past, one
cannot fail to mention talented Ukrainian doctors, in particular
the famous surgeon Volodymyr Zalozetskyi, a participant in

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the Russo-Turkish War (1876-1878), recipient of the Knight’s
Cross and the Order of Franz Joseph. He then served in the
41st Bukovyna Regiment alongside Yuriy Fedkovych.

We cannot ignore the memory of medical scientists from
Bukovyna. This is, first of all, J. A. Mikulicz, who was born
into a Ukrainian-Polish family in 1850 and graduated from the
University of Vienna. A surgeon, J. A. Mikulicz, working at
the University of Krakow and later in Konigsberg, pioneered
the first surgical method of treating cancer patients. In 1904, he
was the first in the world to remove a benign lung tumour and
also removed a cancerous tumour of the thoracic oesophagus
through a transthoracic approach, using an inter-oesophageal
anastomosis. J. A. Mikulicz made a significant contribution
to the development of asepsis and antisepsis. He proposed
many surgical instruments (gastroscope, Mikulicz clamp, etc.).
Later, having discovered a malignant tumour of the stomach,
he was operated on by Professor Eisilberg, but unsuccessfully,
and in 1905 he died and was buried in the Christian cemetery
on Ruska Street. His father, Knight Andreas Mikulicz von
Radecki, is the author of the town hall in Chernivtsi on Central
Square and many other architectural structures.

Nestor  Dmytrovych ~ Monastyrskyi  was  an
extraordinary personality. He was born in 1847 on the
outskirts of Chernivtsi (Rosha). N. D. Monastyrsky boldly
paved new paths in surgery and oncology, participated in
the Russian-Turkish war of 1876-1878, and conducted
experiments to study tetanus and other infectious diseases.

In January 1875, Nestor Monastyrskyi was awarded
the title of professor and appointed head of the surgical
department of the Clinical Institute in St. Petersburg. He
enriched science with numerous discoveries: he removed
the gallbladder, performed a gastroenterostomy for scarred
pylorus narrowing, and was the first surgeon in Europe to
successfully connect the gallbladder to the small intestine in
a patient with pancreatic cancer. In the prime of his career, he
became ill with hypernephroma of the kidney. He underwent
surgery for this condition and died on 24 May 1888.

The dynasty founded in Bukovyna by the famous
physician Titus Yosypovych Burachynskyi, in particular
his sons Myroslav and Erastus, is also worth mentioning.
The latter, in addition to his medical education, also had
a degree in music; he was a pianist, conductor, and singer.
He wrote a number of popular articles on medical topics
and memoirs about Bolshevik camps. This circle includes
Yevhen Omelsky, Narcys Lukyanovych, Yaroslav Voevitko,
and Opanas Shevchukevych, who were well-known in
the western Ukrainian lands. Mykhaylo Romanovych
Tsyhelskyi defended his doctoral dissertation on oncology:
«Analysis of the effectiveness of transmural resection of
the prostate gland», and was the initiator and sponsor of
the Ukrainian edition of the two-volume Dorland’s Medical
Illustrated Dictionary. Physicist Ivan Puluj, advisor to
Frans Josef, who 15 years before W. K. Roentgen made an
X-ray image of the metacarpus'.

The Council of Ministers of the USSR adopted
a resolution of 30.04.1945 «On Improving Cancer Care for
the Population», the Minister of Health of Ukraine issued

Order No. 1346-K, and the Chernivtsi Regional Health
Department founded the Chernivtsi Oncology Dispensary
by Order No. 108 of 20.06.1946. During this period, our
colleagues have overcome a difficult path that was not
paved with rose petals, given the circumstances, and could
not have been easier — because they have always resisted
disease and death, affirming goodness and mercy.

Nowadays. From today’s perspective, it is quite
difficult to understand the dramatic realities of the 1940s:
epidemics — typhus, malaria, dysentery, endemic goitre,
tuberculosis, hundreds, thousands of neglected cancer
patients, venereal diseases, and the impoverished hospitals
of the land lacked doctors (most of them retreated with
the Romanian troops), medical equipment (there were
only 2 X-ray machines in the whole oblast at that time,
a therapeutic and a diagnostic one, both in Chernivtsi).
The echo of gunfire could still be heard in the Carpathians,
and doctors and scientists came to Chernivtsi to work
permanently. At that time, the Second Medical Institute was
transferred from Kyiv to Chernivtsi to train local personnel.

Professor M. K. Afanasiev arrives from Donetsk
and begins to perform the duties of chief physician and
scientific director. He began teaching a course in radiology
and oncology at the Chernivtsi Medical Institute. He is
a legendary man with an extremely interesting and difficult
life, energetic, persistent, and extremely honest. This is
how the first head of the surgical department B. M. Gutman
and gynaecologist I. S. Kokhanovska remembered him.

Professor M. K. Afanasiev ~ worked  (1946-1948)
around the clock, seven days a week, because in a short
time he had to set up apolyclinic and a hospital for
100 beds in the former country houses of Austrian
officers in Y. Fedkovych Street, (there was no inventory
and nowhere to get it because the war was ongoing).
B. M. Hutman recalled that 2-3 boards were attached to
the decommissioned iron beds and covered with various
rags?. The stove of the hospital was heated with peat,
and sometimes instruments, syringes, and systems were
boiled in the same stoves). In 1947, the first radiotherapy
apparatus in Chernivtsi, the Stabilivolt, was installed in the
basement and combined radiotherapy was launched.

In 1948, the chief physician M. K. Afanasiev was
dismissed, the number of beds was reduced to 50, and
Dmytro Dionizovych Zerbino took over as the chief
physician of the oncological dispensary. Soon, by the
order of the regional health department, D.D. Zerbino
was appointed chief surgeon of the Chernivtsi oblast, and
Mykola P. Mishenda, astrong-willed, energetic doctor,
PhD, and awise healthcare manager, was appointed in
his place. Mishenda restores the number of beds to 100,
reorganises the oncological dispensary, and invites medical
institute scientists, in particular, professors E. R. Tsytrytskyi,
L. B. Theodor, and N. M. Shinkerman, to work as consultants.

From 1953 to 1964, V. E. Zeharovskyi was appointed
chief physician, who paid considerable attention to
the development of radiology. From 1964 to 1968,
M. P. Mishenda was again appointed to the position of

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chief physician. He built a new building of the Oncology
Centre with 120 beds. Then the team was headed by
M. V. Nechytailo. From 1974 to 1977, V. I. Dutko became
the head of the institution, who made significant efforts to
develop the endoscopic service in Bukovyna.

From 1977 to 1994, 1. A. Horodynskyi held the
position of chief physician. He significantly improves the
material and technical base, introduces new methods of
research and treatment with the help of aradionuclide
laboratory and the Scalpel 1 apparatus.® 1. A. Horodynskyi
contributes to the preparation of technical documentation
for the expansion of the oncological dispensary.

In 1994, A. O. Gontsa was appointed head of
the team, who reorganised the oncological dispensary,
increasing the bed capacity by 35 and creating new
specialised departments, and was registered in the
oblast Cancer Registry in October 1995. He initiated the
resumption of the construction of the outpatient department
and the food unit, and reconstructed the old buildings.

For many years, the medical service of the oncological
dispensary was headed by V. 1. Tashchuk, who ensured the
rhythmic operation of the inpatient departments. At that
time, the specialists of the medical and preventive service
were the heads of departments and services: V. D. Babin,
I. M. Kryvchanskyi, S. 1. Pomortsev, L. I. Pakholka,
V. M. Polos, T. G. Kharyuk, I. M. Turyanskyi,
L. A. Melnychenko, V. Y. Bobita, who fought against cancer
in Bukovyna with their persistent and titanic work.

On 11 November 2019, under the registration
number 10381020000012413, the Chernivtsi Regional
Clinical Oncology Dispensary was renamed into the Oblast
Municipal Non-profit Enterprise «Bukovyna Clinical
Oncology Centre» (BCOC).

Since 23 July 2020, Thor Malyshevskyi has been the
head of the Bukovyna Clinical Oncology Centre since then.
The Bukovinian Clinical Cancer Centre has 12 structural
units: a patient support centre, a polyclinic, clinical and
morphological studies, medical diagnostics and work
with the NHS, radiation diagnostics, radiation therapy,
surgical oncology and innovative treatment methods,
anaesthesiology and intensive care with an intensive care
unit, clinical oncology, infection control, medical support,
and diagnostic histopathology.

At the Bukovyna Clinical Oncology Centre, 1
habilitation doctor of medicine, 4 PhDs work as doctors, 24
have the highest medical category, 19 have the first medical
category, 15 — the second, and 10 staff members have
a specialist certificate.

The hospital employs highly qualified doctors
who provide quality care in accordance with modern
international standards in various specialities, as the
problem of cancer control has been and remains the most
urgent in medicine.

In 1959, the Department of Radiology and Medical
Radiology was organised to solve the problems of
oncology, with the chair of the department, Associate
Professor T. P. Kovinsky, and two assistants. In August
1961, Associate Professor I. G. Fedorov was elected

as the Chair of the Department on a competitive basis.
In the early 70s, the Department of Hospital Surgery
organised an oncology course headed by Associate
Professor A. V. Zhyvetskyi, and the regional oncological
dispensary became the base for teaching oncology. In
1976, the course of oncology was headed by Associate
Professor D. A. Chumak. In the 70s and 80s, together with
D. A. Chumak, the course was taught by V. A. Andrusenko,
PhD, and V. O. Fedorenko, Ph D. In 1991, Habilitation
Doctor of Medicine, R. V. Senyutovych was appointed
as the Chair of the Oncology Course (the course was also
taught by assistant V. V. Goryachev). In May 1994, the
Department of Oncology, Radiation Diagnostics, Radiation
Therapy and Radiation Medicine was established. The
department was headed by Professor R. V. Senyutovych.

Under the supervision of Associate Professor
G. K. Butvin, T. Matsyuk successfully defended his PhD
dissertation in 2002 on «Study of the possibilities of
using pharmacological modifiers during X-ray computed
tomography to determine local spread at the stage of gastric
cancer development».

From 2005 to 2007, the department carried out
work on the topic «Development and implementation of
new organisational technologies for early diagnosis and
prevention of cancer of the female reproductive organs
and breast», since 2008 — «Development of new automated
technologies for screening, early diagnosis and differential
diagnosis of female reproductive organs cancer based on
laser polarimetry methodsy.

In 2010, the name of the department was changed
to the Department of Oncology and Radiology. Since
September 2011, the department has been headed by
Habilitation Doctor of Medicine, Professor O. Ivashchuk.
The staff of the department conducts work in various
areas, in the last five years the work has been on the topic
‘Optimisation of diagnosis and treatment of cancer taking
into account indicators of genetic, multifactorial risk’. Five
PhD dissertations has been defended at the department.

The department works in the following scientific
areas: nonspecific immunotherapy, unconventional cancer
therapy; cancer prevention; cancer chronotherapy and
melatonin application; cancer cryosurgery; development
of new and improvement of existing methods of
chemotherapeutic radiation and surgical treatment of
cancer patients; development of new surgical instruments;
screening and early diagnosis, prevention of tumours of
female reproductive organs, new diagnostic methods;
optimisation of methods of diagnosis and treatment of
oncological pathology through the development and
implementation of genetic and multifactorial risk maps, as
well as studying the effectiveness of antioxidant complexes
in the treatment of cancer patients.

For the first time in Ukraine, electrochemotherapy
for breast, vulva, cervical cancer and precancerous diseases
such as leukoplakia and vulvar cervical kraurosis was
introduced and successfully applied.

The department also develops new radiation
methods of research and radiation therapy for gastric

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and colon cancer; radiation methods of breast cancer
research; treatment of breast malignancies, laparoscopic
surgery; radiation diagnostics of chest diseases;
treatment of abdominal malignancies, chemotherapy of
oncological diseases; factors predicting the effectiveness
of neoadjuvant chemotherapy for locally advanced breast
cancer.

For the group of people with an increased risk of
cancer, chemoprevention agents have been developed.
Together with OJSC Rosy Bukovyny, we developed Prokar
water (carcinoma prevention) and obtained patents.

Today, the Department of Oncology and Radiology
is abase for testing new pharmaceuticals manufactured
abroad. Two employees of the department were trained
abroad (i.e. monitors) to conduct research at the proper
level, and equipment was purchased.

Several variants of devices for cryosurgical treatment
of rectal and breast cancer based on thermoelectric
principles have been developed. The developed devices
have significant advantages. Compared to the use of
liquid nitrogen, which provides a fixed temperature, our
devices allow you to set certain temperature conditions
automatically, and they are compact and convenient.

The department has been working for many years to
develop instruments for the treatment of colorectal and rectal
cancer. It has received 20 patents for these instruments.

Today, the Department of Oncology and Radiology
is abase for testing new pharmaceuticals manufactured
abroad. Two members of the department were trained
abroad (so called monitors) to conduct research at the
appropriate level, and equipment was purchased.

Main scientific activities. The staff of the Department
has published more than 1000 papers, 70 monographs and
textbooks, received 25 patents for inventions, more than
200 rationalisation proposals, participated in congresses of
oncologists and radiologists of Ukraine, the CIS, numerous
international and national conferences.

Much attention is paid to the improvement of medical
qualifications. Professor R. V. Senyutovych has completed
internships in Poland and Germany, Italy, Austria, and the UK.

The staff of the Department has established close ties
with German doctors of the Liibeck Clinic. The Department
has been hosting German-Ukrainian symposia for many years.

The staff of the department has introduced 30 new
methods of surgical and chemotherapeutic treatment of
cancer, and it also carries out extensive diagnostic, medical
and consulting work.

Much work has been done to optimise the educational
process. Training for interns and thematic improvement in
oncogynaecology and surgery were organised.

Since 2015 the Chair of the Department of Oncology
and Radiology is Volodymyr Bodiaka, Dr. Hab., Associate
Professor.

Today, the Department of Oncology and Radiology
is astructural subdivision of the Educational and
Research Institute of Further Education. The department
trains specialists in the specialities of General Medicine,
Paediatrics, Medical Psychology, Dentistry, and also
provides training for doctors in internships and clinical
residencies in the speciality of Clinical Oncology. The

department conducts thematic improvement courses, pre-
certification cycles and specialisations for medical students.

Conclusions. In the process of retrospective analysis
of the development of oncology in Bukovyna, we have
seen significant progress in the diagnosis and treatment of
cancer in the early stages.

At the beginning of the development of the oncology
service in Bukovyna, the lack of staff and the absence of
a scientific and technical base prevented doctors from
achieving good results in diagnosing and treating patients.

The use of screening diagnostic methods and modern
approaches to cancer treatment helped to achieve positive
results and improve the quality of life of patients.
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Polshchak Aneliya. Semantic Groups of Emotional Vocabulary in the Story «The Displaced Person» by Flannery
O’Connor. The novelty of the study. The novelty of this research lies in identifying the semantic groups of emotional words
that shape the story’s psychological depth and moral intensity, as well as in examining how these lexical units interact to
construct meaning at the stylistic and conceptual levels. The aim of the article. The purpose of the study is to define and
systematize the semantic groups of emotional vocabulary in «7The Displaced Person» by Flannery O’Connor, to determine
their functions within the narrative structure, and to elucidate how emotional meanings contribute to the author’s portrayal
of alienation, guilt, prejudice, and divine justice. Methodology. The study employs elements of semantic, contextual, and
componential analysis combined with stylistic interpretation and elements of cognitive poetics. Results and discussion. The
semantic examination of the vocabulary revealed the key emotional domains, which include fear and anxiety, disgust and
condemnation, as well as surprise and misunderstanding. These emotional categories are not randomly distributed throughout
the narrative but are deeply embedded in the moral and psychological fabric of O’Connor’s story. The field of fear and anxiety
reflects the characters’ confrontation with the unknown and their inability to adapt to social and moral change. Disgust and
condemnation emerge from moral judgment and the clash of cultural values that shape human relationships within the text.
The group of surprise and misunderstanding, in turn, mirrors the emotional tension arising from the conflict between personal
perception and reality. Together, these emotional domains contribute to the overall tone of spiritual unease and ethical
complexity characteristic of O’Connor’s prose. They also highlight her subtle exploration of human frailty, moral blindness,
and the interwoven forces of confusion and prejudice. Thus, the analysis of emotional lexis demonstrates that O’Connor’s
language functions as a powerful instrument for revealing the depths of human experience. Conclusions. The conducted
semantic analysis of emotional vocabulary in Flannery O’Connor’s « The Displaced Person» allows several conclusions to be
drawn. Firstly, the identified emotional domains — fear and anxiety, disgust and condemnation, surprise and misunderstanding —
constitute a system of interrelated meanings that shape the story’s moral and psychological landscape. Secondly, these emotional
fields reveal the depth of human conflict, emphasizing the characters’ spiritual insecurity, moral confusion, and resistance to
change. Furthermore, the study demonstrates that emotional vocabulary in the story not only conveys psychological states
but also functions as a tool of ethical commentary. Through the interplay of these emotional groups, O’Connor constructs
a multidimensional vision of human frailty and moral blindness. Perspectives for future research. Further studies may extend
this semantic approach to O’Connor’s other stories to explore how emotional vocabulary evolves across her oeuvre, reflecting
the broader tendencies of mid-twentieth-century American moral discourse. Comparative analyses with the works of William
Faulkner may also shed light on the regional and cultural dimensions of emotional semantics in Southern Gothic fiction.

narration, description, and reasoning.

The purpose of the work is to investigate the linguistic features of the functional-semantic type of speech — reasoning —

in a literary text.

Research methods. The research was carried out using the basic general scientific methods of analysis and synthesis,
linguistic methods — descriptive and structural. The descriptive method generalized observations of factual material. The
structural method made it possible to inventory and systematize linguistic phenomena.

Conclusions. Thus, in reflections, abstract vocabulary, conditioned by the intellectualization of speech, actively

functions. Mention of God is caused by exclamations based on the word God and the stylistic figure of diathesis. Appeals to
God accompany the everyday life and family rituals of the people. Diathesis forms the word God, usually in the form of the
vocative, and the verbs to forgive, to defend, to help in the form of the imperative (2nd person singular or 3rd person singular).
M. Matios’ reflections are characterized by segmentation of the text: short, punctuated, parceled sentences, emphasized by
a graphic factor. Reflection involves intellectual doubts, hesitation, uncertainty, and the search for thought. This structural
element of reflection realizes negation. In M. Matios’ speech style, sentence equivalents attract attention, which constitute

the contamination of opposition and negation, marking the stylistic figure of alloiosis.

Educational Institutions.

The article examines rhetorization as a methodological approach to teaching Ukrainian to philologically gifted learners
in diverse educational settings. The study aims to substantiate the methodological foundations of rhetorizing the educational
process while teaching Ukrainian as a native and state language in secondary and higher education; to outline typological
features of dialogue presented in linguistic and methodological scholarship; and to propose a system for developing dialogic
and polylogic competence at receptive, reproductive, and productive stages. The novelty lies in specifying the terminological
scope of rhetorization and dialogic/monologic competence, concepts that remain insufficiently defined in current scholarship,
and in offering a set of interactive tasks designed to enhance communication effectiveness in various life domains according
to rhetorical principles. The applied methods include analysis of linguistic and pedagogical sources, synthesis to identify
functions of dialogic utterances, and classification and systematization of practical material in line with model curricula.
The findings indicate that modern education increasingly relies on rhetorical principles, and rhetorization is viewed as a key
condition for the effective implementation of the rhetorical approach. Rhetorization is interpreted as the gradual integration of
rhetorical meanings — knowledge, activity, genres, norms, and dialogic interaction — into language learning. Interactive methods
at all stages of instruction support productive dialogic engagement in the study of Ukrainian and its teaching methodology.

Introduction. The modern healthcare system is
undergoing profound transformations caused by global
integration processes, rapid scientific development, and
the growing role of intercultural interaction. A 21%-century
healthcare professional must be not only acompetent
clinician, but also an effective communicator, capable of
working in amultilingual and multicultural environment.
English, which is the dominant tool of international scientific
communication, plays a key role in ensuring quality care and
building trust between medical staff and patients. Therefore,
the rapid development of science, the globalization of
medical practice, and Ukraine’s integration into the European
educational and medical space create an urgent need to
improve the language training of medical professionals.

The «PERFECT» project («Promoting English
Readiness For Effective Care and Trust of Nurses»), co-
funded by the European Union, implemented by Tartu Applied
Health Sciences University (Tartu, Estonia) in cooperation
with Bukovinian State Medical University (Chernivtsi,
Ukraine); University of Primorska (Koper, Slovenia);
University of Rijeka (Rijeka, Croatia); H. S. Skovoroda
Kharkiv National Pedagogical University (Kharkiv, Ukraine);
East Tallinn Central Hospital (Tallinn, Estonia) and supported
by the European Union, is a highly significant initiative aimed
at strengthening the language training of medical professionals
and modernizing the educational process through the creation
of an interactive textbook and the introduction of an updated
professional course for nurses and healthcare professionals.

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This project is a response to the key challenges of modern
medicine: the need for effective communication, intercultural
interaction, and continuous professional development.
Its implementation meets the current requirements of the
educational space, global trends in science, and Ukraine’s
European integration policy. Views and opinions expressed
are however those of the author(s) only and do not necessarily
reflect those of the European Union or the European Education
and Culture Executive Agency (EACEA).

Analysis of the recent research and publications.
The needs of medical education have held a considerable
place among other medical studies for along time. The
most recent publications mention the following educational
trends and demands:

1. Atrend towards cultural humility in health care
in general and in medical education in particular. This trend
has arisen as aresponse to the development of cultural
competence, which itself «risked perpetuating stereotypes» .
Unlike basic development of cultural competence, which
requires you to know the peculiarities of communication
with people coming from different cultural backgrounds,
the cultural humility involves the «recognition of one’s
own limitations»?, self-criticism and view the patient as
the «expert» in their own life experience. The application
of cultural humility practices has been effective in diverse
healthcare settings®*. If applied in education, this principle
means teaching active listening and finding the meaning
together with the patient or colleague.

2. Demand for constant monitoring of educational
materials. The recent studies have found gaps in empathetic
and interpersonal communication training and sometimes
lack interactive tasks and contextual depths’ and therefore
those need to be developed and incorporated in teaching
English for Medical Purposes and in course building for
this subject. The recommendation how to achieve that
include «integrating communicative competence, cultural
appropriateness, and professional authenticity»®.

3. The preference of students lies within structured,
web-based course of English for Medical purposes rather

than within traditional lectures. The reason for that is
suitability of these courses for busy and irregular clinical
schedules of medical workers and students. The courses
showed statistically significant improvement in reading and
listening proficiency’.

4. The ongoing demand of students is the quality
of implication of educational programs in the curricula of
their universities. For instance, a world-wide educational
standard Competency-Based Medical Education aimed
at developing practical skills and competencies of future
doctors is still not implicated perfectly, though the main
points of this standard appeared in the previous century.
For instance, COVID-19 disrupted medical education in
various ways: the courses were shortened, the trainings
were also limited and the many of them were changed to
online format, which had a negative impact on learning.
Though, CBME principles helped to maintain the
education on a decent level, the following limitations were
highlighted: weak assessment systems, lack of preparation
of the raters, fragmented and problematic transition from
undergraduate medical education to graduate medical
education®. In India the curricula have been changed
in accordance with this standard, but certain problems
remained: dwindling in student’s attendance, lack of
cooperation between the universities and lack of adequate
infrastructure to apply the principles of CBME’.

5. Probably the most recent and relevant in
modern world is the demand to adjust to the introduction
of AL It has been widely introduced as an assistant in
various spheres of human activity in 2022, it is developing
extremely fast and therefore the process of adjustment
to it is continuous and constantly changing. For instance,
students often turn to Al assistance without guidance
and thus the ethical issues arise such as: algorithmic
bias, privacy invasion and equitable access. Those can
be resolved by introducing Al-using policies and by
organising Al-usage-related training sessions on the basis
of the educational establishments'®. On top of that, other
research suggests incorporating Al literacy not just as
a separate subject, but also into the existing curricula as

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a part of existing subjects and create «forums to discuss the
ethical dimensions of Al»'!.

The aim of this article is to examine the role and
significance of the international Erasmus+ project «PERFECT»
(«Promoting English Readiness For Effective Care and Trust
of Nurses») co-funded by the European Union within the
broader context of contemporary scientific development,
the evolution of philological studies, and the urgent needs of
modern medical education. We aim to demonstrate how the
project contributes to improving the language competence
of healthcare professionals, supports the moderization of
educational programs, and aligns with global trends in medical
communication and European integration processes.

The object of this research is the educational,
linguistic, and professional components of the Erasmus+
«PERFECT» project, with particular focus on its
methodologies, tools, and outcomes aimed at enhancing
English-language readiness among nurses and other
healthcare professionals. The study considers the
interactive textbook, updated curricula, and pedagogical
innovations developed within the project as key elements
influencing the quality of professional communication and
intercultural competence in the field of healthcare.

Presentation of the primary material. In today’s
globalized world, the medical field is becoming increasingly
integrated into the international arena, which leads to
a constant expansion of the communication needs of medical
professionals. Nurses work in multinational teams, interact
with foreign patients, participate in international programs,
and master new clinical approaches, which are mainly
reflected in English-language sources. This creates new
professional challenges for English teachers, as English is
becoming a key requirement for effective communication in
the healthcare sector. In this context, teaching professionally
oriented English is seen not as an optional extra, but as an
essential part of training competitive specialists.

Professional  language training for  healthcare
professionals is particularly important because of its direct
impact on the quality of clinical interaction. The level of
English proficiency determines the accuracy of information
transfer, the ability to provide accessible and empathetic
explanations of procedures, and the ability to establish trusting
contact with patients who do not speak Ukrainian (or the
native languages of project partners). From the perspective of
English teachers, the development of language competence
is an important tool for reducing the risk of clinical errors,
improving the quality of informed consent, and ensuring
the psychological safety of patients in medical facilities.
What is more, it allows the systematic strengthening of the
communicative component of professional activity.

Regular coordination meetings, held monthly, play
an important role in the implementation of the project,
ensuring a constant exchange of experience between
English teachers and partners from medical institutions.
During these meetings, key issues related to the content of
the training units, the selection of relevant communication
situations, the topics of authentic clinical materials, and
the relevant professional vocabulary to be included in the

training modules are discussed. This format of cooperation
makes it possible to maintain the dynamic nature of the
course, promptly update the training content, and ensure its
relevance to the current needs of the medical field.

An important stage of the work was the offline
meetings held in 2024 in Tartu, Estonia and 2025 in Koper,
Slovenia. These working visits allowed the partners to agree
on approaches to structuring training materials, develop
aunified methodological strategy, and ensure the coordination
of further actions. The transition from remote interaction to
face-to-face communication contributed to the formation of
acommon vision of the project’s goals, the coordination of
pedagogical approaches, and the establishment of effective
inter-institutional communication. From the perspective
of English teaching, these meetings were key to unifying
methodology, standardizing expected learning outcomes, and
defining the conceptual logic behind the digital textbook.

Modern language teaching offers a wide range of tools
aimed at improving the teaching of medical English. Models
of clinical communication, corpora of relevant terminology,
and teaching methods focused on authentic patient-nurse
interaction scenarios are being actively developed. Teachers
are increasingly using simulation techniques that allow them
to recreate real clinical situations, develop communication
strategies for complex cases, and build the intercultural
competence necessary for working with patients of
different ethnic and cultural backgrounds. The «PERFECT»
project co-funded by the European Union combines these
philological developments with the real needs of clinical
practice, providing an interdisciplinary approach to learning.

The project pays particular attention to the
digitization of the educational process. English teachers
will have access to an electronic textbook containing
multimedia materials, clinical cases, interactive dialogue
simulators, and modules for self-study. Such teaching tools
make it possible to simulate real professional situations,
work with terminology in context, and ensure flexibility
in the educational process. This is especially important for
nurses who combine study with work and are unable to
attend face-to-face classes on a regular basis.

The implementation of the «PERFECT» project
is consistent with international and national strategic
documents. It is in line with the UN Sustainable
Development Goals, in particular those related to
health and quality education. In addition, the project
is harmonized with the priorities of the Association
Agreement between Ukraine and the EU in the field of
education, academic mobility, and digitalization, making it
an important tool for the integration of Ukrainian medical
education into the European space. At the national level,
the project supports Ukraine’s course towards modernising
medical education, standardising curricula and developing
a system of continuous professional training.

Throughout the academic year, the project partners
conducted an active survey of students and medical
professionals to identify their language needs and
expectations. The questionnaires were jointly developed by
the consortium members, and the results were subjected to

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detailed analysis. From the perspective of English teachers,
this data became an important empirical basis for the further
development of teaching materials, as it allowed them to take
into account the real needs of the target audience. In particular,
the results of the study showed that most students expressed
a clear interest in improving their English language skills. The
most noticeable request was for improvement in speaking and
reading skills, which is consistent with the dominant nature
of communication in the clinical environment and confirms
the advisability of focusing the course on the development of
professional oral speech.

The results obtained enabled teachers to optimize
the structure of the training modules, pay more attention to
training authentic communicative situations, and expand the
corpus of texts adapted to the real needs of future medical
professionals. The systematic correlation of pedagogical
decisions with the needs of students ensures a high level of
validity of the developed teaching materials and strengthens
the practical orientation of language training.

From ateaching perspective, the project also
contributes to the formation of a professional community
that brings together philologists, clinicians, digital
education specialists and international partners. Such
interdisciplinary interaction ensures the timely updating
of teaching materials, the inclusion of relevant clinical
scenarios, the development of methodological support, and
the adaptation of the course to changes in medical science
and practice. Thanks to this, the project’s results have the
potential to be sustainable and significant for the further
development of Ukrainian medical education.

Conclusions. The «<PERFECT» project co-funded by
the European Union is of paramount strategic importance for
the development of Ukrainian education, particularly in the
context of training medical professionals capable of working
effectively in a globalized professional environment. Its
concept combines modern pedagogical innovations, digital
technologies, the latest approaches to teaching English, and
the current needs of modern medicine. This interdisciplinary
approach creates conditions for the formation of highly
qualified specialists who not only possess professional
knowledge but also demonstrate the ability to communicate
effectively and competently with patients and colleagues at
the international level.

For English teachers, the project opens up new
perspectives for the implementation of practice-oriented
methodologies, the integration of language competencies into
a professional context, and the development of educational
materials that meet international standards for the training
of medical personnel. The use of digital tools and interactive
platforms will contribute to improving the effectiveness of the
learning process, developing student autonomy, and forming
a lasting motivation for continuous professional improvement.

The implementation of the project will contribute to
strengthening Ukraine’s position in the global scientific
and educational space, as the introduction of updated
approaches to language and professional training will
improve the quality of medical care, increase the level of
protection of patients’ rights, and ensure the compliance
of the national education system with international
requirements. The creation of an interactive textbook and

an updated English language course for medical specialties
will make a significant contribution to the development
of medical education, modern applied philology, and
interdisciplinary cooperation.

As aresult, «PERFECT» is setting new standards
for the language training of future medical professionals,
promoting their professional mobility and Ukraine’s
integration into the global medical community. Thanks to
its comprehensive and innovative approaches, the project
has along-term positive impact that will determine the
quality of the educational process and professional training
for many years to come.
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Syvachenko Galyna, Anistratenko Antonina. The Conundrum of National Identity in the Oeuvre of Slovak Prose

Writer Pavel Vilikovsky. Aim of the Article: To investigate the multifaceted problem of national identification in the works of Pavel
Vilikovsky, situating his literary output within the broader context of Western and Central European philosophical and postcolonial
discourses (P. Ricoeur, B. Anderson, H. Bhabha, E. Said, M. Kundera). Objectives: To delineate the theoretical foundations of
identity as a socio-psychological and cultural construct; to examine the specificities of «Central Europeanism as a cultural destiny; to
analyze Vilikovsky’s use of irony, parody, and intertextuality (notably his engagement with A. Camus and Gyorgy Konrad) as tools for
deconstructing national myths and exploring the linguistic and bodily dimensions of self-identification. Originality: This study offers
a comprehensive synthesis of post-classical and postcolonial methodologies to interpret the prose of Pavel Vilikovsky, a seminal figure
of Slovak postmodernism. It elucidates the concept of «double anti-colonial code» in Slovak identity and examines the transition from
collective ideological narratives to individual, fragmented, and «mood-based» self-perception in Vilikovsky’s narratives, particularly in
Ever Green is... and Everything I Know About Central Europeanism. Research Methods: The article employs a hermeneutic approach
to analyze the concept of «selthood» (ipseite); postcolonial analysis to examine «the Other» and colonial discourse; and intertextual
analysis to trace the dialogue between Slovak literature and European existentialist thought. A comparative-historical lens is used to
contrast different visions of Central Europe (Kundera vs. Mitosz). Conclusions: The study concludes that for Pavel Vilikovsky, national
identity is not a genetically inherited essence but a performative narrative and a continuous discursive project. His prose reflects a shift
from the «sincere» communal identity to a postmodern, ironic self-identification mediated through language and «foreign» perspectives.
Vilikovsky identifies the «Central European» condition as a unique cultural laboratory where the trauma of «stolen» history is processed
through the «wisdom of the ironic spirit,» rejecting imperial ambitions in favor of a profound, though fragmented, personal autonomy.

authorial communicative strategies. The article analyzes the specifics of the division of the dramatic text into the main and
secondary, the emergence and evolution of the concept of «paratext», the role and significance of the communicative strategy
of the author’s presence at the level of the paratext. The main goal is to determine the linguistic and extralingual mechanisms
of communicative interaction of all participants in communication using the dramatic text, which includes the paratext, as well
as the features of its transformation and transition from artistic to stage communication in modern «post-dramatic» theater
with the leading role of the director compared to the playwright.

The author’s paratext marks the graphic and visual material boundary of the text, and also implements the CS of the
author’s interpretation of the work, critical understanding of traditional and innovative approaches to the genre specificity
of the work.

The stage way of embodying the paratext as the CS of the author’s presence involves the «correct» interpretation
of the text of the play by the director. From the point of view of the theory of communication and the implementation of
communicative strategies, we propose to interpret the dramaturgical text as a special artistic and scenic unit, which structurally
consists of the main text of the work and the paratext, which are combined into a single text of a literary work, which is
considered as a communicative phenomenon in the plane of discourse. It is proposed to divide the paratext into conditionally
normative and freely associative, in accordance with the stages of development of the theater (from dramatic to directorial),
taking into account the classical, that is, normative, nominative, with a small number of remarks and a strictly hierarchical list
of signs, the text of the dramaturgical work, and the opposite non-classical, with the use of epithets, metaphors, comparative
and conditional constructions, free from the author-dramatist possibilities of directorial interpretation of the text in the modern

«postdramatic» theater.

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Borys Bunchuk, Larysa Markulyak, Natalia Reutska. On the possible sources of Vasyl Pachovsky’s verse
forms. The article under discussion deals with the issue of possible origins of the verse forms of one of the Ukrainian

«Molodomuzivtsi» poets Vasyl Pachovsky.

The article emphasizes that much has already been written about V. Pachovsky’s poetry, ranging from reviews of his collections
to PhD theses on his works and a monograph on the poetics of his lyrics. The studies that either occasionally (M. Stepniak, E. Balla,
N. Mushyrovska, N. Kaminchuk, N. Naumenko) or specifically (B. Bunchuk) consider the poet’s verses contain certain considerations
on the genealogy of his poetic forms. However, there is no special study of the sources of V. Pachovsky’s verse forms.

The purpose of this investigation is to identify the possible sources of V. Pachovsky’s verse forms by comparing his
works with the samples of national folklore, Ukrainian and foreign poetry.

Apart from folklore, Ukrainian literary songs also influenced the poet. The article contains the comparison of 1. Kotliarevsky’s
song «Viiut vitry, viiut buini, azh dreva hnutsia...» and V. Pachovsky’s verse «Viiut vitry, viiut buini....», as well as M. Shashkevych’s
poem «Vesnivka» with V. Pachovsky’s poem «Oi, tuzhu, tuzhu...», highlighting the stylization nature of the poet’s works.

It is important that the greatest influence on V. Pachovskyi was exercised by Taras Shevchenko’s literary songs. The article
considers T. Shevchenko’s poems «U peretyku khodyla. ..», «Oi, maiu, maiu ia ocheniata. ..», «lakby meni cherevyky...», «Porodyla
mene maty...», «Teche voda z-pid iavora...» and compares them with the verses by V. Pachovsky, concluding that the author of
«Scattered Pearls» has borrowed from Kobzar not a specific poetic form, but certain versification principles and techniques.

Besides, the article compares the texts of S. Rudansky’s romances «Mene zabud...» and V. Pachowski poem «Zabud
mene, zabud...», as well as the song «Chornyi kolir» translated by S. Rudansky with W. Pachovsky’s poem «Tvoia Pravda! —

Ty piznala...».

In the study, one may also find a comparative analysis of the structure of I. Franko’s poems «Raz ziishlysia my
sluchaino...», «V vahoni», «Syple, syple, syple snih...», «Kozhda kuchera v mli...», «Kameniari» on the one hand and
V. Pachovskyi’s verses «Ty bula meni vse rada...», «Honyt koliia z Podillia», «Misiats svityt, syple snih...», «Zakurylys v

horakh verkhy...», «Dukh Bohunay.

The article also discusses the borrowing of versioning experience of prominent foreign poets by V. Pachovsky. It
identifies a number of poems marked by the influence of Polish poetry.
Thus, the verse analysis revealed that the possible sources of V. Pachovsky’s verse forms are most frequently folk

songs (every time, the poet tones down their syllabic basis, turning their rhythm into a syllabic-tonic one), literary songs
by T. Shevchenko (V. Pachovskyi borrows certain versioning principles and techniques from Kobzar), poems by 1. Franko,
Polish poets and H. Heine (both song and non-song texts). Less often, the poet relies on the song samples of I. Kotliarevsky,
M. Shashkevych, S. Rudansky, P. Karmansky, and E. Poe. Each time the poet stylizes the proto-basis, trying to create his

own unique form.

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Voitenko Lesya. Natalia Vorozhbit’s «Bad roads» as a female drama of survival. The article analyzes Natalka

Vorozhbyt’s play from the point of view of feminist criticism, in particular from the standpoint of Anglo-American feminist
theory, which emphasizes traditional concepts. The purpose of the article is to analyze the theme, motive and images of the
play from the point of view of feminist criticism.

The play reflects the life and experience of women in the war and during the war, which is relevant today. It is built
on the principle of montage of 6 stories, stories that relate mainly to women and are told by them, and has a novelistic-
dramatic character both at the level of composition and poetry. Montage, documentary and realism, almost photographically
recorded naturalism, parallelism of two worlds, two ways of life — peaceful and military, happy but sad finale — characteristic
compositional features of the play.

The will to live in the characters of the play is realized thanks to masculinity, which explains the nature of the female
soul. This masculinity is projected onto the environment and performs a compensatory function.

Communication of violence and cruelty — these features are characteristic of the play, they represent a woman
unconventionally. Scenes of violence and horror, sex in front of the audience, abusive language, a headless corpse, obscene
behavior — all this disturbs the peace of the viewer/reader, shows deviations from the norm of ordinary life, they accompany
the women in the play. Violence becomes the norm of «every day» communication, an excess that undermines discourse
and opens the way to the unconscious. The metamodernist concept of «new sincerity» explains how a woman’s worldview
is formed during the war, where violence becomes an integral part of life, and cruelty is its accentuated function, but unlike
men, women try to be sensitive, gentle, caring and loving.

Conclusions. The author brings out her characters as eccentric, «heroically whimsical», but their dichotomy is their
universal feature. Vulnerability, sentimentality, credulity, melodramatism, which a woman feels even in war, are depicted
through the lens of feminist criticism; the combination of phenomena that sometimes contradict each other in content, such as:
irony and sincerity, violence and vulnerability demonstrate the simultaneity of being in different states and the impossibility
of determining which of them dominates — this is an optimistic response to the perception of the tragedy of war.

The purpose of the proposed
article is to analyze M. Korsyuk’s short story «Duel» from the collection «Neither God nor people...», outlining the main
dominants of the author’s stylistic strategy. The relevance of the research topic is due to the fact that it is time to introduce
the short prose of the well-known representative of Ukrainian literature in Romania, Mykola Korsiuk, into the literary
discourse, and to comprehend his stylistic strategies in short prose. The novelty of the study lies in the fact that for the first
time a short story by the Ukrainian writer from Romania, Mykola Korsiuk, has been analyzed in terms of the author’s stylistic
manner. Research methods. The article uses general scientific methods of analysis, synthesis, as well as historical-literary
and biographical methods. Conclusions. Mykola Korsyuk reveals the psychological factors of the main character’s behavior,
his inner world. The disclosure of the inner world of the main character of the novella is based on deep psychologism, which,
in our opinion, is an essential feature of Mykola Korsyuk’s creative method. It is obvious that Mykola Korsiuk was formed
on the best examples of Ukrainian and European prose, but he has his own unique voice, which echoes in the modernist

manner of writing.

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Lidiia Kovalets. Publicistic and Popular Science Content of Ukrainska Lastivka — The Chernivtsi Children’s

Journal of 1933-1940. The article examines the publicistic content of the Chernivtsi children’s journal Ukrainska Lastivka
(1933-1940) and analyzes its popular science materials. The study reveals that amidst limited access to Ukrainian-language
education, the periodical undertook the mission of a school of national upbringing, becoming a «small illustrated encyclopaedia
of Ukrainian studies for children».

The publicistic discourse of Lastivka, represented primarily by editorial addresses and short articles, was characterized
by distinct emotionality and an appeal to moral, ethical, and civic values. The authors, using a confidential tone and analogies
accessible to children, not only informed but also actively engaged readers in co-creation and community work, nurturing the
idea of shared responsibility for the fate of their native land. Materials covering the tragic events in Soviet Ukraine, particularly
the Holodomor, acquired special significance. Such publicistic pieces were quantitatively fewer than literary works; however,
they «worked» more directly towards forging the civic stance of the younger generation.

The popular science segment, which consistently opened each issue of the periodical, was structured according to key
areas: Ukrainian history, Ukrainian literature, and socio-cultural and educational life. The historical narrative was constructed
as a cohesive, continuous line from the Princely Era to the Koliiivshchyna; the concept of «Ukrainian» was deliberately applied
to Kyivan Rus’ and its rulers. Thus, the continuity of the state-building tradition was affirmed, which fostered the development
of patriotic feelings in children, with the figures of princes and hetmans presented as models of patriotism. A characteristic
feature of many publications was a distinct anti-Muscovite motive; the history of Ukraine was presented as a permanent
struggle for independence. The literary studies content, in turn, formed the readers’ understanding of the canon of national
literature, emphasizing the role of «masters of the word» in establishing the vernacular as a literary language and in resisting
Russification. Meanwhile, materials about socio-political, cultural, and educational figures shaped the children’s understanding
of this important sphere of life and work of Ukrainiandom. All biographical sketches were devoid of officialdom; instead, the
authors focused on the human qualities of these prominent individuals, turning these materials into role models for emulation.

Thus, the publicistic and popular science materials in Ukrainska Lastivka performed not only an informative-cognitive
function but also a key compensatory one. The Ukrainocentrism and child-centricity of the pieces, a well-considered selection
of personalities, a patriotic interpretation of historical events and literary phenomena, as well as the masterful adaptation of
complex topics to a child’s worldview, allowed the publication to become a powerful tool for preserving and transmitting
national identity to the younger generation.

The article is devoted to the consideration of folk tales written by Ukrainian immigrants to Bukovyna from the eastern regions of
Ukraine about the second (the most tragic in the history of Ukraine) Holodomor of 1932-1933 and the «Holodivkay (this is how
the events of those times were characterized by many interviewed Bukovyna residents in the late 20th — early 21st centuries) of
1946-1947. For its writing, many stories from the old residents of Bukovyna and Western Ukraine were also recorded and processed,
as well as oral poetic texts, which were noted down by students of the Faculty of Philology during folklore practice, were used.
They are stored in the folklore phonoarchive of the Department of Ukrainian Literature of the Yuriy Fedkovich Chernivtsi National
University. The purpose of the study is to analyze the coverage of tragic events in the history of the region and Ukraine through
the prism of popular perception (folk tales). The topicality of the topic lies in the significant addition of knowledge about the tragic
pages of Ukrainian history, which will help to use the obtained results in educational and scientific work with students of the higher
school who attend the courses of «Ukrainian folklore» and «Oral folk art». The methodological basis of the research was the
involvement of handwritten folklore fixations and historiographical sources: works (monographs, articles), collections of scientists
who purposefully work on the development and study of this important scientific issue. In the work, we refer to the author’s texts of
the well-known Ukrainian writer I.Nagirnyak, who addressed this topic in prose and dramatic works (for example, Ivan Nagirnyak’s
drama «Hnat Pereveslo»). Conclusions. In the analysis of the article, we included folk texts about famines, collectivization and
repressions experienced by the Ukrainian people. They fully shed light on the political and socio-economic processes that took place
in our region, in Western Ukraine, in the first and second half of the 20th century. The stories of our Bukovyna residents about the
«Sovietization» (about the coming of Soviet power) of Bukovyna seem to us the most vivid: the violent creation of collective farms
(collective farms and state farms), the illegal taking away of families’ land, livestock, livestock (tools), grain (wheat, barley), fodder,
and so on. All these processes were reflected in the oral narrative prose of Bukovyna Ukrainians. Often they sounded notes of satire
and humor. And even just harsh satire in the sloppy way that often led to hunger strikes and real famines, because of which many of
our compatriots died. Such and similar texts require special study, classification and systematization, so that in subsequent studies
they can be freely operated and widely used in scientific studies. There are witnesses of those times from whom we urgently need
to get the information we need, because later it will be too late. Storytellers, each in their own way, conveyed to the community, to
the family true stories that they had to experience at their own age.For this, they used folk poetic symbols, often used short but apt

phrases — simple sentences, widely involving the territorial dialect.
